About the unit

In this unit pupils learn about the changes and continuities, causes and effects of X developments 1900-2000. Its main emphasis is developing pupil’s understanding of historical concepts and their ability in higher order thinking skills. The unit also develops pupil’s ability to comprehend, analyse and evaluate historical evidence.

Where the unit fits in

This unit is part of the wider study in development X 1900-2000. It builds on pupils understanding of historical concepts of change and continuity, cause and effect, and also on the skills of historical enquiry.
	Expectations

At the end of this unit

Most pupils will: develop a secure knowledge of the actions Hitler took to consolidate his power, and will have some awareness of the limitations to his total control. They will understand the nature the methods employed to maintain control They will be confident in their understanding of the police state, the Nazis Party and the various sources of opposition. They will be beginning to analyse the extent of opposition and to evaluate effectiveness of the methods of control used.

Some pupils will not have made so much progress and will: develop a basic knowledge of the actions Hitler took to consolidate his power. They will understand the nature the methods employed to maintain control They will be have some awareness of the police state, the Nazis Party and the various sources of opposition. 

Some pupils will have progressed further and will: develop a detailed knowledge of the actions Hitler took to consolidate his power, and will have some awareness of the limitations to his total control. They will be confident in their understanding of all the methods employed to maintain control, including the police state, the Nazis Party and the various sources of opposition. They will be able to analyse the reasons for the varying extent of opposition and evaluate effectiveness of methods of control to reach conclusions on their relative significance. 
Language for learning

Through the activities in this unit pupils will have opportunities to use and spell correctly a range of key words identified in the curriculum materials, and relating to medical developments E.g. regulation, Renaissance, government, science and technology. They will have opportunities to write extended pieces of historical writing through the writing frames, which are designed to support and structure their ideas and explanations. Opportunities for reading, speaking and listening are also identified in the curriculum resources.
