Controlled Assessment Section B
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You will complete two assessments, B(i) and B(ii), under controlled conditions. 
Together, these are worth 15% of your overall marks for the History GCSE.

You will be assessed on Assessment Objective 3b –Understand, analyse and evaluate how aspects of the past have been interpreted and represented in different ways, as part of an historical enquiry. 
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The overall topic for this unit is the Impact of War on Britain 1914-1950. This year the focus for the B Section assessment is the Impact of WWII on British Civilians.
Representations are sources of evidence which try to represent or portray an aspect of the past in a certain way. They set out to give an impression. They could be the work of historians or an archaeologist’s report, or they could be a film, painting, cartoon, novel or museum display. A private letter, will or a set of census data are sources, but they are not representations. 

In both Part B(i) and B(ii), you will need to show that you understand what a representation is, what is meant by portrayal of an aspect of the past and how a view or portrayal is constructed by what its creator chooses to include and/or the treatment given to what is included.

Within this enquiry, you will:

1. Briefly learn about the Impact of WWII on British Civilians. 

2. Learn about how to analyse and evaluate representations, by using examples.
3. You will be given the B(i) task to analyse and compare two representations, and the two set representations. You will have four lessons to prepare for the assessment, during which time you will study the representations and prepare a plan and notes. You will take these into the one lesson Controlled Conditions session, to produce your assessed task.

4. You will be given the B(ii) task to evaluate three representations, and the three set representations. You will have four lessons to prepare for the assessment, during which time you will study the representations and prepare a plan and notes. You will take these into the two lesson Controlled Conditions session, to produce your assessed task.

Part B(i) Analyse and compare representations

B(i) will ask you to analyse two representations. You will be asked how far the representations differ. The question is worth 10 marks.

In this part of the assessment you will be successful if you:

· Identify points of difference clearly

· Identify points of similarity clearly

· Choose details from both representations to back up the points you make

· Reach and justify a final judgement on how far the representations differ.

For top levels, you will need to comparison the details and emphases of two representations. You should compare and contrast what the authors have done it creating their representations in terms of what they refer to, focus on and the message they appear to convey to their audience. You need to try to show what those differences amount to in terms of the overall impression created.

There are key stages to the production of a B(i) response:
· When first studying the representations you may wish to annotate them. You may also wish to use the note taking sheet to aid your initial analysis.

· Now you need to use your annotated representations and A3 grid of reflections to prepare a plan and notes for use in the controlled assessment writing session. These must adhere to a specific set of rules:


· Within the formal Controlled Assessment session, you will be issued with new non-annotated representations to use alongside your plan and notes.

Part B(ii) Evaluation of representations
B(ii) will ask you to evaluate three representations. You will be asked to say which you think is the best. The question is worth 20 marks.

In this part of the assessment you will be successful if you:

· Explain how you are going to decide which representation is best-identifying the criteria you will use to evaluate the representations

· Evaluate all three representations

· Always back up your points using the representations and you own knowledge of the issue

· Sum up the reasons why you came to your conclusion about which representation was best.

You will need to judge the three representations on the criteria of comprehensiveness, objectivity and accuracy.

· When first studying the representations you may wish to annotate them. You may also wish to use the note taking sheet to aid your initial analysis.

· Now you need to use your annotated representations and A3 grid of reflections to prepare a plan and notes for use in the controlled assessment writing session. These must adhere to a specific set of rules:


· Within the formal Controlled Assessment session, you will be issued with new non-annotated representations to use alongside your plan and notes.

	Level 1


	Comprehends the surface features of the provided sources and selects material.

Offers simple judgements about the representation, and offers a limited amount of accurate information about the period in question. The material will mostly be generalised and linkage to the representation will be implicit.

Writing communicates ideas using everyday language and showing some selection of material but the response lacks clarity and organisation. The student spells, punctuates and uses the rules of grammar with limited accuracy.

	Level 2


	Comprehends the surface features of the provided sources and selects from them key features of the representations.

Makes a judgement about the best representation and provides detailed and accurate material about the period in question, but with little linkage between description and judgment. Judgements may relate to the accuracy or comprehensiveness of the representation.

Writing communicates ideas using a limited range of historical terminology and showing some skills of selection and organisation of material, but passages lack clarity and organisation. The student spells, punctuates and uses some of the rules of grammar with general accuracy

	Level 3


	Analyses the provided sources and shows some of the ways in which the past situation has been represented. Uses detail from the provided sources to support the analysis.

Makes a critical evaluation of the representation based on well selected information about the period in question and applying at least two clear criteria, for example, the author’s purpose or objectivity, or the accuracy, comprehensiveness of the representation.

Writing communicates ideas using historical terms accurately and showing some direction and control in the organising of material. The student uses some of the rules of grammar appropriately and spells and punctuates with considerable accuracy, although some spelling errors may still be found.

	Level 4


	Analyses the provided sources in order to show the way in which the past situation has been represented. Uses precisely selected detail from the provided sources to support the analysis.

Makes a critical evaluation of the representation based on precisely selected information about the period in question and applying at least three criteria, for example the author’s purposes or objectivity, or the comprehensiveness and/or accuracy of the representation.

Writing communicates ideas effectively, using a range of precisely selected historical terms and organising information clearly and coherently. The student spells, punctuates and uses the rules of grammar with considerable accuracy, although some spelling errors may still be found.

You can break down notes on each representation into what points they make/what they show or include and the treatment of the details/impression created.
