Exam Practise for Medicine and Public Health provision 1350-1750
In the exam there will be two compulsory question taken from the core content on Medicine, one optional question of the core content and one question on public health 1350-1750. The content will come form either one or a combination of the key themes covered in each of the core units;

· The impact of changing times on the development of Medicine 1350-2000.

· The understanding of the causes of disease 1350-2000.

· The understanding of the methods of treatment and prevention 1350-2000.

· The development of public health provision 1350-2000.

The first compulsory question will require students to use both their knowledge of the topic and evidence provided in a source booklet. The following example is focussed on content from the first core topic medicine 1350-1750. Candidates should take about 35 minutes to answer the questions on the core content and 35 minutes to answer the question on public health provision.
