In conclusion
Charles wanted to pay for an army to put down rebellions in Scotland. He introduced a new tax called “Coat and Conduct Money”. Many people refused to pay.








In November 1640 Charles was so desperate for money that he needed to recall parliament in order to vote and approve him to raise taxes.





King Charles believed God had given him the power to rule, but some groups like noblemen, bishops and landowners wished to have power for Parliament.





In 1629 Charles decided to rule the country without the help of Parliament, so he had complete control, which upset those who believed in Parliament.





Archbishop Laud tried to end some of the protestant ideas in the Church of England. Many Protestants were opposed to this.





Archbishop Laud tried to introduce a new prayer book into Scotland which was less strictly Protestant. The Scots rebelled against this.





Charles I married a catholic princess from France and this upset many protestant MP’s. Some people thought he might encourage Catholic beliefs again.





Charles I appointed Archbishop Laud, and he began to make changes in Church services and decorations. This angered the Protestants.





Parliament made new demands for more power in 1642, and the country split into supporters of the king and supporters of Parliament. In August 1642 Charles declared war on Parliament and the civil war began.





In January 1642 Charles burst into parliament with 400 soldiers and demanded the arrest of 5 MP’s. parliament believed he had gone too far.





Charles introduced a new tax called ship money without Parliaments consent. This upset some people. 








Some people thought that the king should be the only person to decide matters about money and taxes, and other thought that parliament should have a say about money and taxes.
