Other relevant material not suggested below must also be credited.
Candidates must analyse and evaluate the source to consider its value for revealing the attitude of the Jewish community towards the government of Germany and the nature of the proposed policies of that government towards the Jewish community. These policies were part of the process of ‘coming to terms with the past’ and accepting responsibility for the actions carried out by the Nazi regime in the name of Germany. Adenauer is a named person in the specification and candidates can be expected to know about him.
1. The following points could be made about the origin and nature of the source and applied when giving weight to information and inferences:
· The extract is part of an interview given by the West German chancellor who had played a role in developing the policies of the government
· The widespread reprinting of this article indicates its significance
· The questions reflect Jewish concerns and the response is guarded but straightforward.
2. The following inferences and significant points of information could be drawn and supported from the source:
Attitude of the Jewish community:
· It states a suspicion of anti-semitic feelings amongst German politicians and possibly members of the new Government
· It indicates that there was concern amongst many Jews about whether the proposed compensation is sufficient
· It indicates that the issue was about more than material atonement
· It provides evidence that among the Jewish community there were some who were against accepting financial compensation from the Germans.
Proposed policies of the government towards the Jewish community:
· It indicates that the attitude of the government would be based on Christian principles
· It indicates that all suffering and injustice is unacceptable with the implication that many Germans have suffered
· It provides evidence of the acceptance of the need for atonement
· It indicates that a specific sum of money will be paid to the State of Israel
· It suggests that, while Adenauer recognised the need to make atonement, he did not believe that all Germans were directly responsible.
3. Knowledge of historical context should be deployed to support and develop inferences and to confirm the value of the source in revealing the attitude of the Jewish community towards the government of Germany and the nature of the proposed policies of that government towards the Jewish community. Relevant points may include:
· Adenauer had just been elected as Chancellor of the first government of the Federal Republic and had a very small majority

· The constitution of the Second Reich was very complex system with power divided between the central government and the states each of which often had their own agenda
· There were contradictions with the Reichstag having the right to reject but not initiate legislation
· Confusion between the powers of the monarch and the powers of the Reichstag. For example, the emperor appointed the chancellor but to govern effectively the chancellor required a majority in the Reichstag
· The overriding power of Prussia and their ability to exercise a veto created frustration
· Individual states reserved powers over certain key areas such as education and law and order.
Arguments and evidence countering the statement that the constitution of the Second Reich was primarily responsible for making the governing of the new Germany extremely difficult should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· Those who favoured a secular state were concerned about the influence of the Catholic church, especially in schools
· There was considerable flexibility in the constitutional arrangements which made it easier to deal with certain problems
· The vast differences between the character, traditions and interests of the different states
· The economic downturn of 1873 created real problems for the regime

· In January 1918 more than a million workers took part in a strike against the war
· Erzberger produced a Peace Resolution and made a speech in the Reichstag spelling out the reality of the German military position
· The mutiny in the navy at Kiel brought matters to a head
· A disastrous food and fuel crisis over the winter of 1917-18 lowered civilian morale and increased support for ending the conflict.
Arguments and evidence that suggest other factors were mainly responsible for Germany’s decision to seek an armistice in 1918 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The recognition by both Hindenburg and Ludendorff in the autumn of 1918 that the war could not be won was crucial. They made it clear that Germany could not continue to fight
· The intervention of the USA began to make a significant impact, by late 1917 300,000 US troops were arriving in Europe each month
· The delays in making peace with the Bolshevik regime which delayed a final offensive on the Western front
· The allied naval blockade was putting Germany under increasing strain.

In the late 19th century women began to enter the professions, notably teaching. Opportunities in industry were limited and mainly confined to areas like textiles
· During the Great War significant numbers of women began to be employed in industries such as chemicals and steel as well as munitions
· During the Weimar period opportunities for women to pursue careers widened, notably in medicine and the civil service.
· During the Nazi period women lost their roles in the workplace, notably in the civil service and the professions but the onset of war led to reversals of policy and an increased role for women in industry
· In the post-war period career opportunities for women broadened out with significant numbers going into business and technology
· In the 1970s and 1980s an increasing number of ‘guest workers’ in Germany had an adverse impact on job prospects.
Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that other aspects than the workplace were of more importance in the role of women in society should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The legal position of women was improved with gradual recognition of gender equality
· Educational opportunities for women developed
· Welfare benefits improved throughout the period
· Women began to have more freedom culturally with the liberalisation of attitudes during the Weimar period
· In politics women were enfranchised in the Weimar period.

· There was very effective use of refugee and migrant labour
· Good industrial relations were established with industry wide agreements.
Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that other periods had more significant impact on the German economy than the post-war ‘economic miracle’ should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· In late 19th century and pre Great War Germany experienced an economic boom based on exploiting its abundant natural resources .They developed a highly effective cartel system which facilitated efficient production
· There was a serious slump in the German economy in 1873
· The impact of the Versailles Treaty on the German economy was massive and designed to weaken Germany
· During the Weimar period focus was on recovering financial stability and a new currency was introduced to help restore confidence
· During the Nazi period there was a primary focus on military development but also some address to unemployment through the massive public works programmes
· The escalation of military spending in the late 1930s and during the war itself put huge pressure on the economy and left a very difficult legacy for the post war governments
· The attitude taken by the Western allies towards Germany had a significant impact, notably the injections of US financial support through the Marshall Plan
· In the late 1970s and 1980s Germany was badly hit by the rise in the cost of oil.

· It states that the SA posed a threat of ‘permanent revolution’, which would have led to instability
· It states that the SA were planning ‘to pursue Communist policies’, which would have undermined the business interests
· It states that the leaders of the SA had established links with a named military commander and this suggests the threat of a plan to achieve political control of the German Army, which would alienate the military elite
· It implies that the SA leadership is a moral threat to Germany.
The nature of Hitler’s response to it:
· It suggests that Hitler saw himself as able to identify and act on threats to the interests of Germany, ‘In that hour, I was responsible for the fate of the German Nation’
· It claims that Hitler had considered the situation carefully and only took action when convinced it was essential, ‘I had a number of serious talks with the Chief Secretary’
· It suggests some time may have been necessary for the Nazis to decide on the line they were going to take
· It claims that Hitler had moral reasons for taking action
· It indicates that he was capable of decisive action, ‘I gave the order to shoot those responsible’.

· The Catholic non-ethnic German citizens, notably the Poles, had become more resolute in their opposition and little progress was made in suppressing the use of other languages
· The May Laws crystallised opposition, especially to the treatment of many highly repected parish priests.
Arguments and evidence that that the Kulturkampf did not fail to achieve its objectives in the years 1871–79 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The May Laws indicated the desire for a more secular society and made civil marriage mandatory
· Large amounts of Church property and land were taken over by the State
· By 1879 relations with the Papacy had improved and it was possible to have a more stable relationship
· The policy had been driven by the need to work with the National Liberals and was a success until Bismarck split with them in 1878–79.

· He seized the political initiative and managed to overcome the reservations of European leaders such as Thatcher and Mitterrand.
Arguments and evidence supporting factors other than the significance of Helmut Kohl, in the years 1989–90, in the reunification of Germany should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The decline of the SED in East Germany, especially after the fall of Honecker, undermined the GDR and began to strengthen the case for reunification
· The increasing scale and impact of the peaceful protest movement, for example in Leipzig, brought the movement for change into the open
· The attitude of Gorbachev and his statement that the Soviet Union would not provide economic or military support to the GDR
· The increasing pressure of refugees, especially after the statement of Schabowski.

· In the late 19th century there was significant growth of both state and private industry, which created job opportunities in research, sales, etc. and increased the significance of white collar workers in the economy
· The expansion of the government machine led to a rise in the civil service
· During the Nazi regime after 1933 there was a significant increase in the number of white collar workers
· In the 1950s there was very rapid industrial growth that created many white collar jobs, which made white collar workers much more significant in economic development
· In the 1970s and 80s the massive growth of service industries increased demand for white collar workers
· After the Second World War there was considerable focus on scientific and technological development, which provided the opportunity for white collar workers to play a significant role.
Arguments and evidence supporting the view that the number and significance of white collar workers did not increase steadily in the years 1871–1990 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The Great War caused considerable dislocation in the economy and the standard of living and demand for white collar workers declined
· Under Weimar in the 1920s there was the initial impact of hyperinflation and high unemployment rates for white collar workers, which were estimated at c200,000 in 1924
· The Depression, which followed the withdrawal of US loans, triggered another rise in unemployment that temporarily reduced the number of white collar jobs and their significance
· The expansion of the military, 1939–45, led to many white collar workers being drafted.

· The formation of the EEC in 1957 brought the benefits of a tariff free zone and boosted the exports of West Germany with 45% of exports going to EEC states
· The EEC produced more stable exchange rates, which facilitated trade
· The CAP brought about stability in pricing and led to targeted subsidy policies that helped farmers in poorer areas, which helped many regions of Germany by introducing modernisation.
Arguments and evidence suggesting that other developments, not the European Economic Community and the Common Agricultural Policy, had the most significant impact on the German economy in the years 1871–1991. Relevant points may include:
· In the 1870s the government imposed tariffs to boost domestic production and also increased military spending creating jobs and stimulated research and technology laying the foundations for economic growth
· During the 1920s Germany suffered from both the cost of the Great War and from the impact of the Versailles Treaty, which created inflation and a slump in the economy
· In the later 1920s the economy stabilised and began to recover because of the policies of Stresemann that attracted foreign investment and growth
· The Depression of 1929–32 saw high levels of unemployment which led to acute instability. The loss of American finance and cuts in government spending led to serious deflation
· The Nazi regime saw high investment in military policy, which created jobs but also overheated the economy seriously. There was reliance on deficit financing and consumer goods were neglected
· The ‘economic miracle’ of the 1950s saw a free enterprise economy that benefited from US investment and was characterised by high levels of productivity and growth
· In the 1980s there was increasing resentment that the relatively small German farming sector was benefiting at the cost of massive outlay on subsidies to other European states.

· The speech reflects Bismarck’s conception of his role in German politics.
2. The following inferences and significant points of information could be drawn and supported from the source:
Attitude of Bismarck to the Reichstag:
· The article states clearly that Bismarck intends to limit the authority of the Reichstag
· The speech makes it clear that Bismarck saw himself as above party politics with a higher duty to the state
· The speech suggests that Bismarck is prepared to change his attitude to a party depending on the political context, e.g. the Catholic Centre Party
· The speech claims that Bismarck sees himself as the defender of the constitution.
Problems that Bismarck faced politically:
· It suggests that governing in a multi-party state is complicated
· It suggests that Bismarck may have to compromise previous policies because of the need to sustain a parliamentary majority
· It indicates that Bismarck is very concerned by the potential threat of Socialist political groups
· It implies that Bismarck will have to work with more political parties than he has done hitherto.
3. Knowledge of historical context should be deployed to support and develop inferences and to confirm the value of the source in revealing attitudes of Bismarck towards the Reichstag and the political problems that he faced. Relevant points may include:
· The elections of the later 1870s had shown a decline in support for the National Liberals and a rise in the support for the Catholic Centre Party and the Socialists
· The tension with the Catholic Church had eased after the death
of Pius IX in 1878

Arguments and evidence supporting the view that the Nuremburg Laws did not mark a change in policies of the Nazi regime towards the Jews in Germany in the years 1933-35 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· Racial policy was a core part of Nazi ideology. There had been some restraint in the early years of the regime but the fundamental attitude was clear
· The policy continued to show caution and lacked political direction but the conduct of the SA and the increasingly vicious anti-Semitic propaganda revealed underlying feelings in the movement
· The position of Jews in the professions was already limited by regulations passed in 1933 to ban them from the Civil Service and a career in the law
· Jewish opportunities in schools and higher education were severely restricted in 1933 and 1934.

· Schacht, appointed Minister of Economics in 1933, introduced deficit financing to boost investment in industry
· There was focus on a policy of self-sufficiency, e.g. research and development of synthetic rubber and petrol
· In the Second World War there was central planning by Todt and Speer to maintain and increase production levels and extensive use of forced labour from occupied states.
Arguments and evidence that challenge the view that the policies of the Nazi government had the most significant impact on German industry should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· German industry was boosted by the benefits of Unification and Bismarck’s policies of protection, development of infrastructure, emphasis on technical education and encouragement of credit banks
· In the late 19th century industry was boosted by the second Industrial Revolution and the introduction of cartelisation
· The First World War led to a boost in the armaments industry but the drop in trade had adverse effects
· The Marshall Plan and the economic policies of Erhard were a powerful stimulus to German industry in the late 1940s and into the 1950s
· The development of the EEC in 1957 established a tariff free market for German exports, which stimulated industry and continued to do so into the 1980s as the EEC expanded.

· After 1945, much agricultural land had been devastated and the transport infrastructure had been badly damaged
· In the years 1950-90 the number of farms in Germany declined from 1.6 million to 630,000.

· In 1879 Bismarck’s introduction of tariffs protected German agriculture and brought a ‘dear food’ policy that increased farm incomes

· The reforms introduced by the Nazi minister Darre provided financial support, e.g. relief in mortgage and insurance payments, which increased average farm incomes
· The Common Agricultural Policy of the EEC aided German agriculture in the years up to 1990, providing subsidies that maintained price levels and reduced imports.

· It states that there are deep political divisions ‘reflected in this Assembly’ and cites the example of right-wing groups who could stir up more divisions by seeking to blame ‘the Jews and the Communists.’
· It suggests that within the ‘officer class’ there is a resistance to facing reality.
The attitude of the Government towards them:
· It suggests that the Chancellor has recognised the need for a realistic and moderate approach in order to rebuild Germany
· It indicates that compromises have been made and have to be accepted in order to, ‘save what can be saved’
· It suggests that the Government can’t be sure of what policies it will need to follow, ‘no clear path forward’
· It indicates there will have to be a focus on social policy because of the impact of the War.
3. Knowledge of historical context should be deployed to support and develop inferences and to confirm the value of the source in revealing the political problems facing Germany and the attitude of the Government:
· Bauer had taken over as Chancellor after the cabinet of Scheidemann had resigned when they could not accept the terms of the Versailles Treaty
· Bauer had made a strong personal effort a fortnight earlier to persuade the Allied leaders to soften some of the punitive clauses of the Versailles treaty but to no avail
· The Dolchstoss myth of the stab in the back was widely believed and promulgated in right-wing circles
· There was significant growth of nationalist, radical paramilitary Freikorps groups led by ex-soldiers.

· The political system was restructured after the passing of the Enabling Law, both in federal and state institutions, in order to facilitate centralised control
· After the death of Hindenburg the offices of President and Chancellor were merged and the multi-party system was abolished
· Independent trades unions were abolished and replaced by the German Worker’s Front (DAF) and there were no rights to negotiate wages or working conditions.

· The Catholic Church retained some independence, e.g. in education and youth groups under the Concordat agreement

· Hitler continued to recognise the authority and influence of the Army
· The Nazi regime took a cautious policy towards the business community and many businesses continued to operate independently
· The civil service maintained a degree of independence and, in particular, there were anti-Nazi pockets in the Foreign Office.

· The industrial base of the GDR was outdated and there was a chronic need for investment. The economic weakness left it unable to resist the financial inducement implicit in Kohl’s 10 Point Plan.

· Helmut Kohl, the political leader of West Germany, produced the 10 Point Plan which provided a roadmap to reunification

e.g. the reaction to him when he visited East Berlin. This played a part in undermining the stability of the East German regime
· Gorbachev made it clear there would be no military intervention by the Soviet Union
· The United States made it clear that it supported reunification. France and Britain stated they would not oppose reunification.

· In the First World War, the need to recruit men to the military brought about a massive change in the role of many women who took on total responsibility for the family and became the breadwinner
· The reduction of men in the workforce caused many women to be employed in industries, such as chemicals and steel, and by the end of the conflict, 37% of the industrial workforce were women
· The First World War brought about a significant change in the pattern of employment for women with 400,000 leaving domestic service and agriculture
· The contribution of women during the war brought about a recognition that they should be enfranchised and this was implemented in November 1918. The 1919 election saw 10% of the National Assembly being women.

· In the 1870s, the expansion of industry led to the recruitment of women to work in industry, e.g. textiles and food processing
· In the 1890s, as a result of campaigns from pressure groups such as the BDF, middle class women had the opportunity to gain entry to some professions, e.g. teacher training in 1890 and medicine from 1899
· In the Weimar period a more liberal attitude brought about the emergence of ‘new women’ with wider career opportunities. In 1925 over 7,117 were in teaching, medicine or the law and, by 1932, this rose to over 12,000
· Nazi ideology led to restrictions in the role of women, reflecting the belief that their place was within the family, bearing children and focusing on domestic responsibilities
· The military build-up from 1937 led to shortages in the workforce, which brought many women back to employment

· The government under Wilhelm II stepped up military development, especially of the navy, and this created employment and stimulated the economy by increasing consumer spending.

· During the Nazi period there was a primary focus on military development but also some address to unemployment through the massive public works programmes
· The escalation of military spending in the late 1930s, and during the war itself, put huge pressure on the economy and left a very difficult legacy for the post war governments
· The government accepted Marshall Aid, which brought a huge injection of funding to help rebuild the economy
· The government pursued Social Market economic policy under finance minister Erhard, which led to rapid growth
· The development of the European Economic Community boosted the market for German industry, e.g. the car industry.

· It indicates that the Party wishes to encompass a broad range of views
· It provides evidence of the Party’s belief in the rights and responsibilities of the individual.
The political objectives of the German Social Democratic Party:
· It indicates, from the opening words of the extract, that the priority is to gain electoral support and play a part in governing Germany
· It suggests, by putting Defence as the first point, that it wishes to reassure the electorate that the Party will give priority to National Security
· It suggests that the Party is determined to make clear that it has
no sympathy with Communism
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	· It indicates that, whilst wishing to broaden its support, it recognises that its roots are in the working class

· In 1877 the SPD got 500,000 votes and had 12 members elected to the Reichstag. In a multi-party assembly this could begin to bring them influence
· Bismarck became increasingly concerned about Socialist writings and propaganda and the international nature of the movement, which conflicted with his concept of German nationalism
· Bismarck saw the Socialists in the context of the Paris Commune 1871 and his apprehensions developed after the assassination attempts on the Kaiser.
Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that the Socialists posed the greatest challenge to Bismarck’s political authority in the years 1871-79 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The Socialists were not as radical as Bismarck feared and some of their writings and speeches suggested. They made it clear that they would restrict their campaign to legal methods
· Bismarck feared that the large number of Catholics in Germany would be an obstacle to national unity. He was also concerned about the increasing support for the Centre Party which won 91 seats in the 1874 election
· Bismarck was concerned about the international nature of the Catholic church and saw the policies of Pius IX as a challenge to his reforms and to his view of the German state, which undermined his authority
· Bismarck became estranged from the National Liberal Party from 1876 as he began to move towards a policy of economic protection. Also, they would not support his measures against the Socialists.

· The attitude of President George HW Bush showed a developing international approval for reunification.

Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that In the years 1871-1990, the acceptance of Marshall Aid had the greatest impact of any government policy on the development of the German economy should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· From the 1870s, the German economy was boosted by the benefits of Unification, Bismarck’s policies of protection and the development of infrastructure
· In the 1920s, the policies of Stresemann led to recovery by providing political and economic stability, which encouraged foreign investment,
e.g. the Dawes Plan
· From 1933, the Nazi rearmament policies were a stimulus to production and the policies of deficit financing facilitated investment
· Membership of the EEC (1957) brought the benefits of a tariff free market and the Schengen agreement (1985) abolished land borders between participating continental member states, which facilitated trade growth.

Candidates must analyse and evaluate the source to consider its value for revealing Bismarck’s motives for the Kulturkampf and the measures he proposed to take to deal with the issues that he had identified. The author of the source is named in the specification.
1. The following points could be made about the origin and nature of the source and applied when giving weight to information and inferences:
· Bismarck speaks with the authority of the Chancellor of Germany. The tone of the source is very firm and self-assured
· Bismarck is addressing the parliament of Prussia where there was a clear Protestant majority and in which his own political authority was based
· Bismarck cites some specific evidence to support his argument.
2. The following inferences and significant points of information could be drawn and supported from the source:
Bismarck’s motives for the Kulturkampf:
· It suggests that Bismarck was frustrated that leaders of the Catholic Church had become involved in what Bismarck regarded as political issues
· It indicates that Bismarck believed that the struggle with the Catholic Church provided the opportunity for all ‘politicians with liberal values’ to  unite against the threat to their values
· It indicates that Bismarck believed that the attitude of the Pope was out of place in the society he envisaged, ‘Concepts belonging to the Middle Ages must not be used to hold our country back.’
· It suggests he had concerns that the new state he is seeking to build had significant minorities and the Catholic Church, consisting of a third of the population, was a source of division.
How he planned to deal with the issues he had identified:
· It suggests that he is giving the situation priority by appointing a new minister with specific responsibility, ‘He [the new minister] will deal with these matters with vigour and take urgent steps.’
· It indicates that Bismarck had identified specific threats, ‘the repressive Jesuit order.’
· It provides evidence that he had identified specific reforms required to move towards a more secular State, e.g. civil marriages and appointment of priests by the State.
3. Knowledge of historical context should be deployed to support and develop inferences and to confirm the value of the source in revealing the effectiveness of the source for revealing Bismarck’s motives for the Kulturkampf and the measures he proposed to take to deal with the issues he had identified. Relevant points may include:
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	· Bismarck was concerned that the Catholic Centre Party was emerging as a significant force in the German Parliament. In the 1871 election it gained 18.6% of the vote and, in 1874, 27.9%
· Bismarck needed to retain the political support of the National Liberals and the Kulturkampf was consistent with their agenda
· Bismarck saw non-German groups inside his new State as a challenge to his vision of Germany, e.g. the Polish and French Catholics. He believed that the Centre Party was supporting State autonomy
· Falk introduced the May Laws in 1873.

Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that the Weimar Constitution (1919) established the foundations for achieving freedom and stability in Germany should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The framework of the Constitution was impeccably democratic as drawn up by the Liberal jurist, Hugo Preuss, e.g. Article 1 stated that, ‘Political authority emanates from the people.’
· The voting system stated that there was universal secret suffrage for all who had reached the age of 20
· A system of Proportional Representation was established, which would provide a Reichstag seat for each 60,000 votes. This was intended to minimise extremist opinion
· Article 118 of the Constitution guaranteed the right to express opinions in speeches and writings. This was intended to avoid citizens having to resort to violent protest
· Article 48 mandated the President to exercise emergency powers to safeguard democracy against extremism that could lead to instability.
Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that the Weimar Constitution (1919) established the foundations for achieving freedom and stability in Germany should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The operation of the Constitution revealed differences between theory and practice, e.g. Proportional Representation afforded more extreme groups the opportunity to gain seats in Parliament
· The electoral system led to almost inevitable coalition governments, which created instability as disparate parties found compromise hard
· Article 48 gave the President the powers to intervene and rule by decree, which had the potential to be abused
· The Army and the Judiciary retained power and influence. The Army was still dominated by the Junker élite who despised democracy. There was some evidence that the judiciary favoured the Right
· MPs were selected from central party lists and this led many to argue that there was a disconnect between the community and their representatives.

Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that the CDU played the most important part in shaping the new Federal Republic should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The CDU brought together the parties of the centre right with the Catholic Centre Party evolving into a non-denominational party of moderate conservatives committed to maintaining political stability
· The CDU backed European integration, e.g. the establishment of the Coal and Steel Community in 1952. This contributed to the international rehabilitation of the FRG
· The leadership of the CDU by Adenauer and Erhard was highly effective. Adenauer conducted policy pragmatically, rehabilitating Germany and integrating it into the Western community
· The CDU pursued effective and successful economic policies, e.g. the Social Market, and harmonious relations were established between the leaders of capital and labour (Rhineland Capitalism)
· The social policies of the Government ameliorated the conditions of the poor, the dispossessed and the elderly. The reform of pensions in 1957 being particularly effective.
Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that the CDU played the most important part in shaping the new Federal Republic should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The Fundamental Law established a political system that avoided the multiplicity of small parties which had bedevilled Weimar. The power of the President was curtailed and he was no longer elected by popular vote
· The United Kingdom and the United States supported the development of the FRG and American financial investment facilitated the recovery of an intrinsically strong West German economy
· The attitude of the Soviet Union created the feeling in West Germany that the new Federal Republic was essential to protect the rights of the people
· The repression in the GDR, e.g. the brutal action against the June Rising in Berlin (1953), boosted support for the CDU and contributed to the outcome of the 1953 election where they gained 45.2% of the vote
· The CDU made limited progress in tackling the legacy of Nazism and accepted that many former Nazi Party members and officials had key roles in the civil service, e.g. Globke.

Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that social reforms resulted in consistent improvement in the lives of Germans in the years 1871-1990 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· Bismarck’s government introduced a range of social policies, e.g. Sickness and Accident Insurance (1883-84) followed by the Old Age and Disability Act (1889), which laid the foundations of State welfare
· In 1911, the provision of social reform was made more comprehensive, extending to white collar workers who were protected against sickness and industrial injuries
· In the 1920s, social welfare was developed to focus on living conditions, e.g housing and 2 million new homes were built. The Youth Welfare Law (1922) recognised the need to define the rights of the young
· The Nazi ideology focused on creating a community of equals and developed social benefits for the family, e.g. Marriage Loans
· In the 1950s, there was the need to rebuild the social system after the ravages of war and a comprehensive series of measures were introduced, e.g. the Pensions Reform Act (1957)
· In 1960s and 70s, the Social Democrat governments aimed to bring equality of opportunity by addressing welfare issues.
Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that social reforms resulted in consistent improvement in the lives of Germans in the years 1871-1990, should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· Bismarck’s government did not tackle the problem of the rural peasant class and
c.7 million agricultural workers were disadvantaged in terms of pay and medical care
· The Great Depression had a negative effect with high levels of unemployment overwhelming the welfare system. Brüning’s government (1930-32) exacerbated the situation with public spending cuts
· There was a deliberate Nazi campaign to curtail female emancipation and an insistence that the place of German women was in the home. Social policies were orientated to eugenic aims
· The Second World War had a massive negative impact with social policies being modified or abandoned. The government introduced food rationing in August 1939 and subsequently a points system for clothing
· In the 1980s, fiscal constraints dominated policy making and there were cuts in social spending with some benefits being made discretionary.

Arguments and evidence supporting the statement that the years 1930-1990 were more significant in the development of German industry than the years 1871-1914 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· Under the Nazi regime, industry benefitted from the rearmament policies and massive investment in infrastructure, e.g. the autobahns. The steel industry and automobile production boomed
· The Marshall Plan (1948) injected 2.7 billion dollars in investment funds to boost the economy. There was focus on restoring transport infrastructure and the electrical and steel industries after the devastation of war
· The restructuring of the economy brought co-determination with companies employing more than 1,000 having workers on the Board. This created more motivation and better industrial relations
· The movements towards European unity, e.g. Coal and Steel Community (1951) and EEC (1957), boosted demand for industrial products with customs formalities on goods largely eliminated by January 1988.
Arguments and evidence challenging the statement that the years 1930-1990 were more significant in the development of German industry than the years 1871-1914 should be analysed and evaluated. Relevant points may include:
· The introduction of protection in the 1870s gave industrialists a stronger domestic market
· The rapid rise in population, over 20% in the years 1890-1914, provided a larger workforce and an increased market
· There was significant investment in the development of technical skills in the years leading up to the First World War
· There was a vast increase in the production of steel, electrical and chemical industries with companies such as Siemens and AEG
· In the 1890s, the expansion of the German navy, with a series of Navy Laws between 1898 and 1912, stimulated industry creating employment and developments in technology
· The policy of cartelisation created strong companies, e.g. Krupps and Thyssen, which facilitated high levels of investment and improved methods of production
· The Government, especially under Caprivi (1890-94), negotiated low tariff agreements, which opened up wider opportunities for German exports. By 1914, Germany produced nearly two thirds of Europe’s steel.
